compatibility issues. 

• Desktop Operating Systems Supported: 

• Latest versions of Windows/Mac/Chrome operating systems 

• Unacceptable Devices: 

• iPad minis, iPad, Kindle or Galaxy tablets, and smartphones 

• Network Requirements: 

• A minimum of 3 Mbps is recommended, 5 Mbps is ideal
